The environmental
measures, coupled  with  the
proposed  conservation  transfer
lands, will have a net benefit on
BBECA.

Some of our land holdings offer significant opportunities for contributing to
economicdevelopmentin Delta and to utilize recentinfrastructure improvements
along the South Fraser Perimeter Road. We have other properties that border the
Burns Bog Ecological Conservancy Area (BBECA), which are ideal for conservation
and expanding the protection of the BBECA.

We are proposing an industrial development at 7969 Highway 91 Connector. It
offers great economic benefits for Delta and could contribute to protecting the
Burns Bog Ecological Conservancy Area, by providing water management tools
and by adding a significant buffer area.

The site we are looking to develop is currently a vacant, undeveloped property
with a history of various disturbances. The location is identified on the following
page. Peat extraction, tree clearing and the creation of drainage ditches were
activities undertaken from the 1950s to the 1980s. More recently, there has been
the construction of a utility corridor, ditch blocking and the construction of the
South Fraser Perimeter Road that have left the site in a disturbed condition.

Although this siteis currently designated for agriculture use within both municipal
and regional strategies, farming operations have never been undertaken on this
property. Introducing agricultural activities, in particular cranberry farming, would
impact the water quality and quantity of the surrounding area of the BBECA.
